Project description: 
During 2007 we monitored the CO2 and O2 concentration at Jungfraujoch. Since four 
years we have observed an increasing trend for CO2 and an expected decrease in O2. 
However, the decrease in oxygen was stronger than expected between 2002 and 2006 
pointing to an uptake by the ocean since it is not compatible either with the 
consumption by fossil fuel burning nor with terrestrial exchange. However, the 
decreasing trend has now significantly slowed down.
